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MEDIA MEMORY AND WAR IN THE DIGITAL AGE
A CULTURAL STUDIES PERSPECTIVE

The article provides an overview of contemporary cultural studies research on media memory and war in the digital
age. It examines the interrelation between the concepts of media, memory, and war as a foundation for developing
cultural interpretations. Particular attention is given to the theoretical significance of the concepts of collective
memory proposed by Maurice Halbwachs, cultural memory developed by Jan and Aleida Assmann, and Pierre
Nora’s notion of lieux de mémoire (“sites of memory”) for contemporary cultural studies of media memory.

Special emphasis is placed on theoretical research addressing the institutional and political dimensions
of the formation of war memory, drawing on sociopolitical and cultural studies approaches. This line of inquiry is
important for understanding the formation of narratives that underlie the commemoration and musealization of war
memory. The study highlights the significance of spatial-symbolic sites of war memory and their role in the formation
of identity.

The article also addresses contemporary research on traumatic memory and postmemory within the framework
of cultural, psychoanalytic, and narrative studies. Drawing on the works of Cathy Caruth, war trauma is conceptualized
as a recurring event that resists assimilation. At the same time, Jeffrey Alexander’s studies of cultural trauma
and collective identity allow the event of war to be understood as a basis for the formation of affective communities
of memory that cannot be fully integrated into symbolic structures.

The article identifies key conceptual vectors for understanding the relationship between media and war from
the perspective of cultural analysis. In particular, it demonstrates the heuristic potential of Jean Baudrillard’s
concept of the simulacrum, William Merrin’s concept of digital war, and Roger Stahl’s concept of militainment. The
study also reviews research on media memory and war related to Ukraine, highlighting the main directions of both
Ukrainian and international scholarship in this field. Finally, the article outlines the principal theoretical approaches
to the study of media memory of war in the digital age, which together constitute the contemporary conceptual
toolkit for the cultural interpretation of twenty-first-century wars and their representation in the media.
