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INTERETHNIC TOLERANCE AS A FACTOR OF SOCIAL COHESION
IN AN ETHNICALLY DIVERSIFIED SOCIETY

The article analyzes the connection between interethnic tolerance and social cohesion, in particular their mutual
influence. The state of research of these two phenomena in foreign and domestic scientific spaces is presented. The
main characteristics of interethnic tolerance and social cohesion are highlighted, with special emphasis on their
interaction. The article pays considerable attention to areas of intersection (interaction) of interethnic tolerance
and social cohesion: areas with a population of mixed ethnic (ethnocultural) origin, areas of industrial activity
and professional employment, areas of public activities, areas of organizational and professional activities, spaces
of a cultural, entertainment and sports nature, spheres of providing services to the population, spheres of media
activities. It is emphasized that ethnic actors, taking part in social processes, aim to achieve certain interests,
primarily social well-being, economic equality and the formation of a comfortable ethno-cultural environment for
their residence at the level of the community, region, and society as a whole.

An important place in the article is given to clarifying the prospects of interaction of interethnic tolerance
and cohesion in contemporary Ukrainian society. The outline of perspectives is based on the results of monitoring
social changes by Ukrainian sociologists that have been taking place for more than twenty years.
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The article presents an analysis of the state of research in foreign and domestic socio-humanitarian studies

at the current stage.
