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FORMATION OF HUMANISTIC CONSCIOUSESS
AS A CONDITIONS OF NATIONAL AND INTERNATIONAL SECURITY:
SOCIO-PHILOSOPHICAL APPROACH

The article explains that security is an integral need of people and contributes to stability within the society. Also,
security concerns the ability of the system of social relations to provide safe environment for a person, community
and state balancing their interests. At the same time, we substantiated that ensuring the national security is a priority
task for contemporary civilization because it is the index of stability of society and state as well as it guarantees
the protection of human rights and freedoms. We found that in the philosophical research ensuring the security is
the highest objective of state policy and key element of common welfare. We outlined the pragmatic connection
between national and international security. Also, we proved that in the context of studying the security some
categories are very important. They are the following: humanism, humanization, and humanistic consciousness
since they are interpreted from the anthropocentric point of view. During the research we revealed that humanistic
consciousness is oriented towards the human values and means that a person cannot set anti-humanistic goals. This
quality is necessary for the assessment and effective response on crisis situation, planning and assistance to the people
affected as well as providing own safety. Defining the priority if humanistic ideals we came to the conclusion that
humanistic consciousness performs integral, instrumental, regulatory, management, communication, value-based,
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normative, and educational functions oriented towards ensuring national and international security. We proved that
humanistic consciousness is crucial for humanitarian response. We distinguished the component of humanistic
consciousness: situational and content-based knowledge, functional and operational knowledge. Also, analyzing
the formation of humanistic consciousness we found that it includes humanity, neutrality, objectivity, impartiality.
